1. Connect one end of the power cord to the monitor and the other end to the outlet.

2. Connect one end of either the touchscreen serial (RS232) cable or the touch screen USB cable
(but not both) to the rear side of the computer and the other end to the L CD monitor. Tighten by
turning the two thumb screws clockwise to ensure proper grounding(USB cable does not have
thumb screws)

3. Connect one end of the video cableto therear side of computer and the other to the LCD monitor.
Tighten by turning the two thumb screws clockwise to ensure proper grounding.

4. Pressthe power button on the front panel to turn the monitor power on.

When INSTALL isfinished, it leaves afile called GO.BAT in the subdirectory you specified. GO
loads the touchscreen driver, runs the calibration program ELOCALIB, and gives you some final

instructions.

If you are using Windows 3.1, you will also cdlibrate the touchscreen within Windows 3.1 with the
Touchscreen Control Penel.

About Touchmonitor Adjustments

Your touchmonitor will unlikely require adjustment. Variationsin video output and gpplication may
require adjustments to your touchmonitor to optimize the quality of the display.

For best performance, your touchmonitor should be operating in native resolution, that is 1280x1024
at 80k-75 Hz. Use the Display control panel in Windows to choose 1280x1024 resolution.

Operating in other resolutions will degrade video performance. For further information, plesse
refer to Appendix A.

All adjustments you make to the control s are automatically memorized. Thisfeature savesyou from

having to reset your choices every time you unplug or power your touchmonitor off and on. If there
isapower failure, your touchmonitor settings will not default to the factory specifications.

Preset Modes

To reduce the need for adjustment for different modes, the monitor has default setting modes that
are most commonly used as given in the table below. If any of these display modes are detected, the
monitor automatically adjusts the picture size and centering. When none of the mode is matched,
the user can store their preferred modes in the user modes. The monitor is cgpable of storing up to
7 user modes. The only condition to store as a user mode is the new display information must have
1 KHz difference for horizontal frequency or 1 Hz for vertical frequency or the sync signal
polarities are different from the default modes.

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NATIVE RESOLUTION

The native resolution of amonitor isthe resolution level at which the LCD panel is designed to
perform best. For the LCD touchmonitor, the native resolution is 1280 x 1024 for the 17 inch size.
Inamost all cases, screen images look best when viewed at their native resolution. You can lower
the resolution setting of a monitor but not increase it.

The native resolution of an LCD isthe actual number of pixels horizontally inthe LCD by the
number of pixelsvertically inthe LCD. LCD resolution isusually represented by the
following symbols:

UXGA 1600x1200
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Asan example, a XGA resolution LCD panel has 1024 pixels horizontally by 768 pixelsvertically.
Input video is also represented by the same terms. SXGA input video has aformat of 1280 pixels
horizontally by 1024 pixels vertically. When the input pixels contained in the video input format
match the native resolution of the panel, there is a one to one correspondence of mapping of input
video pixelsto LCD pixels. Asan example, the pixel in column 45 and row 26 of theinput video isin
column 45 and row 26 of the LCD. For the case when theinput video isat alower resolution than the
native resolution of the LCD, the direct correspondence between the video pixels and the LCD
pixelsislost. The LCD controller can compute the correspondence between video pixelsand LCD
pixels using algorithms contained on its controller. The accuracy of the algorithms determines the
fidelity of conversion of video pixelsto LCD pixels. Poor fidelity conversion can result in artifacts
inthe LCD displayed image such asvarying width characters.
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TOUCHMONITOR SAFETY

This manual containsinformation that isimportant for the proper setup and maintenance of your
touchmonitor. Before setting up and powering on your new touchmonitor, read through this manual,
especially Chapter 2 (Installation), and Chapter 3 (Operation).

4 The dotslocated on the sides and top of the touchmonitor case are for ventilation. Do not block
or insert anything inside the ventilation slots.

5 Itisimportant that your touchmonitor remains dry. Do not pour liquid into or onto your
touchmonitor. If your touchmonitor becomes wet do not attempt to repair it yourself.
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Care and Handling of Your Touchmonitor

Thefollowing tipswill help keep your touchmonitor functioning at the optimal level.

« Toavoid risk of eectric shock, do not disassemble the brick supply or display unit cabinet. The
unitis not user serviceable. Remember to unplug the display unit from the power outlet before
cleaning.

¢ Do not use acohol (methyl, ethyl or isopropyl) or any strong dissolvent. Do not use thinner or
benzene, aorasive cleaners or compressed air.
